Sisters is a glorious take on
Shakespeare in general and
Macbeth in particular and has
been brought to enthusiastic

. and fast-moving life by The
Herald Players at the Electric
Theatre in Guildford. From
the second line onwards they
had the near-capacity audi-
ence laughing constantly
throughout the evening with
applause at the end of almost
every scene and often before
the end of it.

rowever, the one character
who, for me as a-‘Discworld’
fan, didn’t come across quite
right was the lead, Granny
Weatherwax (Jane Bryant).
While she portrayed well
many of the characteristics of
Granny to those familiar with
the books, her face and man-
ner were rather more jolly
than the somewhat severe
and disapproving Granny
most readers have come to
know. Rita Brown, on the
other hand, was Nanny Ogg,
capturing her earthiness and
humour and looking exactly
as some of the book illustra-
tions. Newcomer Sarah-Jane

Nigel Dams as Duke Felmet and Rita Brown as Nanny Ogg
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Duke’s treachery, murdered
him with his own dagger.

Jim Trowers was another
who captured the essence of
his character asVitoller, the
leader of the strolling play-
ers. It would have been a
fine performance with an
English accent but the Welsh
one was inspired. In one of
several characters, Lisa
Holmes in her brief appear-
ance as Mrs Vitoller con-
veyed quite movingly the
loss of their own child.

Anyone who didn’t catch
this production has missed
out on a highly enjoyable
evening.
